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Report of the  2nd Learning/Teaching/Training activities of the Erasmus+ project 2017-1-BG01-KA219-036228
“DARE – Democratic Actions Rule Europe” 
The 2nd Learning/Teaching/Training activities of the project Erasmus+KA2 “DARE”  took place in Paredes de Coura- Portugal, from 7th May to 11th May 2018, at Agrupamento de Escolas de Paredes de Coura.
The Headmistress Ana Paula Fernandes together with the teachers Lurdes Rego (coordinator of the Erasmus projects), Celeste Ferreira, Céu Martins and Paulo Castro conducted the activities.

The meeting was attended by four teachers and eighteen students from the schools 119SU Äkademik Mihail Arnaudov”, Sofia, Bulgaria;  Liceo delle scienze umane e linguistico Danilo Dolci from Italy and Palangos senoji gimnazija from Lithuania.
          The activities started with a welcome speech by the Headmistress Paula Fernandes followed by the presentation of the teams and a guided visit to the school by the 11th grade students and the teachers involved in the project.

          During the week several activities were held by the students. There was a workshop – Case studies – where the participants worked in groups and discussed different issues/ cases connected with the school life. They also presented their findings on civil rights movement songs. 

       Students, in groups, held a cartoonist’s competition on the theme “Democracy and human rights in school” instructed by the Arts teacher Vania Lema. Afterwards they exhibited their work in the school grounds. 
        A Workshop: e-Dictionary for Democracy was held, where participants worked in teams preparing Educational Materials and Publication with words used in the political field and definitions made by students.
      The teachers and students were received at the Town Hall by the Councilor for Education and Culture Dra Maria José Moreira.

     They visited the local museum where they participated in a workshop “Acorn biscuits”. They had the opportunity to make and taste biscuits made from acorn flour. 

    There was a social event on the first night - a Democracy Dinner at the Escola Básica e Secundária de Paredes de Coura followed by traditional folk music from local artists. All the teachers and students had the opportunity to socialize with their hosts and the hosts families.
    On Thursday a Democratic sports afternoon took place. Hosts and guests had fun at Tabuão River Beach – Coura. Everyone enjoyed the good weather, the beautiful surroundings while participating in different sports activities (canoeing, cycling, etc.) or just relaxed.
     Culturally we had the opportunity to visit Braga - visit to the garden “Santa Bárbara”, Souto St and the Cathedral. “Bom Jesus” Sanctuary and its famous baroque steps. Guimarães “The Birth of the Nation” and its Historic Centre, the Castle, St Michael’s Chapel and the “Paço dos Duques de Bragança”. A sightseeing trip to Porto to visit the UNESCO World Heritage Ribeira; the town centre; the exquisite tiles of São Bento train station; a river Douro cruise – five bridges and a guided tour of  Offley  Port Wine Cellars.
      At the end of the meeting evaluation of the project activities and feedback were received from the partners.
